Metra to Receive Federal
Grant for Milwaukee District
North Line Upgrades

Metra has been awarded a $12.5 million
federal grant for service improvements on the
Milwaukee District North Line, which serves
eight NWMC communities. Improvements
include upgrades to three out-of-date
switching complexes and associated signals,
including one at the Willow Road junction in
Glenview.

The interlockings, which are used by Metra,
Amtrak, and two freight railroads, are among
the most congested in Metra’s system. Metra
riders will benefit from enhanced safety,
improved reliability and fewer delays. For
more information, please see Metra’s latest
press release.

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IDOT Disbursing Rebuild lllinois
Bond Funds to Local Agencies

Beginning in May, the lllinois Department of

Transportation (IDOT) began disbursing $250
million in bond funds authorized in the Rebuild
lllinois capital program to local public agencies
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Metra to Debut New All-Day

To give customers additional options for
touchless payment and increase affordability
for riders, Metra has launched a $10 All-Day
Pass option. Customers can purchase the

of six biannual disbursements to local agencies
over the next three years, with future
disbursement dates varying depending on the
timing of bond sales and needs of local public
agencies.

passes on the Ventra app, which are good for
unlimited rides on any and all Metra lines for
the whole date of purchase until 3:00 a.m. the
following morning. For many travelers, the
pass costs less than two one-way fares and
offers greater flexibility. Metra continues to
offer free rides to medical personnel for the
duration of the stay-at-home order and has
developed new cleaning procedures to keep
customers as safe as possible. For more
information, please see Metra’s latest press
release as well as their All-Day Pass Q&A.

Individual municipalities and other agencies can
view their approximate disbursements by visiting
IDOT’s website. These funds should be
deposited into the LPA’s Motor Fuel Tax (MFT)
accounts, but they are to be treated separately
from local MFT revenues and should be
accounted for as such. The funds can only be
applied toward bondable capital improvements,
unless the LPA’s disbursement is less than

DCEO Pauses Review of New
Fast Track Applications

The State of lllinois has allocated $25 million
in Rebuild lllinois funding to the Fast Track
Public Infrastructure Program, administered
by the Department of Commerce and
Economic and Opportunity (DCEO). The
objective of this program is to stimulate the
economy in the wake of the COVID-19 health
crisis. Due to the number of applications
already submitted, DCEO has paused the
program while the current pool of applications
are reviewed.

Applicants may continue to apply in the event
that the program is unpaused. Multiple
projects can be submitted, with a $5 million
ceiling per applicant and $500,000 minimum
request per project. Interested applicants can
also apply for hree other Rebuild Illinois
infrastructure programs being administered by
DCEO.
